It aims to foster
awareness, promote legal discourse, and advocate for the rights of underprivileged and
marginalized tribal communities. Participants will not only refine their PIL drafting
skills but also contribute meaningfully to the pursuit of social justice and equity for
tribal communities across India.

Through this initiative, we invite law students to critically analyze tribal challenges,
propose legal solutions, and become catalysts for change. By participating, you take a
proactive step toward creating a more just, inclusive, and equitable society, leaving a
lasting impact on the lives of those who need it most.

The participating teams are required to examine any real-life issue in relation to the

given themes:
1. Environmental Justice;

Access to Justice for Marginalized Communities;
Gender Justice;

Indigenous Rights and Tribal Welfare;

Healthcare and Malnutrition Among Tribal,

Access to Education in Tribal Areas;

Safeguarding Tribal Languages and Cultural Heritage;
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Tribal Women's Rights and Safety;



Ensuring Livelihood and Employment Opportunities in Tribal Region;

. Right to Clean Drinking Water and Sanitation;

. Illegal Acquisition of Tribal Lands;

. Preservation of Cultural Artifacts and Identity;

. Recognition and Protection of Tribal Customary Laws; and

Recognition of Tribal Festivals, Rituals, and Sacred Sites.

The participants are allowed to select a topic other than the above- mentioned
suggestive themes. In that case, the topic must relate to a contemporary Tribal issues.

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The Competition shall be open for the students currently pursuing their Bachelor's
Degree in Law i.e. 3 year LL.B. Course or 5 year LL.B Course from any
recognized University/College in India.

There is no restriction on the number of entries from any College or University.
Cross-team participation is allowed.

"Individual Participation" as well as "Participation in a team of two" is allowed.

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Each participating team must submit one PIL draft.

If a participating team wishes to include any annexures to support their arguments
in the draft (such as reports, commentaries, news clippings, pictures, etc.), they
should compile all relevant annexures into a compendium and submit it along with
the memorial.

All the PIL drafts must be submitted to the Google form latest by April 30,2025 11:59 PM.
Submissions made after the deadline will be subject to marks deduction.

Any submission with any name or reference of the participants will be disqualified.
Submitting plagiarized content will lead to disqualification; participants must
ensure their work is original.

If the drafts of two or more participants or participating teams are found to be
substantially similar, both teams will be disqualified.

Each team must submit their Plagiarism Report (Turnitin Report). The file should
be named in the format Team Code PIL.

& All drafts must be provided in two formats: Microsoft Word Document
(.doc/.docx) and PDF Format (.pdf), which means that each participant should
submit two files — one in MS Word format and one in PDF format.

€ The body of the submissions must be in the font “Times New Roman” with font
size 12, having line spacing of 1.5 and justified. (The Font size for the Headings

can be formatted as per the choice of the participants)

€ The Footnotes shall be in Times New Roman, size 10, single line spacing and
justified. The participants must follow ILI citation throughout their submission.

Contents of the PIL

The PIL is to be filed before the Supreme Court of India. The PIL Memorial must
contain all of, and only, the following components:

1. Cover Page which should contain:

(a) The Unique team code in the upper right-hand corner.

(b) The name of the case; Table of Contents, Table of Abbreviations,
2. Index of Authorities,

3. Statement of Jurisdiction

4. Facts of the Case

5. Issue(s) Raised

6. Summary of Arguments/Pleadings

7. Arguments Advanced/Pleadings

8. Prayer

9. Table of Annexure

There is no restriction on the number of pages.
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Penalties and Deduction

Breach of anonymity — Disqualification from the competition.

Late submission — 2 marks each day.

Missing or Incorrect insertion of section or provision — 2 marks each.
Missing or unnecessary information on cover page — 1 mark each.
