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Content (40%): Relevance, depth, originality, and clarity of the speech.
Delivery (40%): Voice projection, articulation, body language, eye contact, and engagement with the
audience.
Structure (20%):  Clear introduction, body and conclusion. Logical flow and smooth transitions.

Open for all students.

Participants should not read directly from scripts or teleprompters, while delivery.
Audience and participants should remain respectful during speeches, no interruptions or
comments should be made.

Respect your fellow competitors, judges and audience.
